Vital services, such as: food, shelter, clothing, health screenings, benefits 
counseling, and referrals to a variety of other necessary services such as 
housing, employment, and substance abuse treatment, are provided. In 
addition, access to Homeless Courts where veterans are able to resolve minor 
violations and warrants, are also available. These critical services are often the 
catalyst that enables homeless veterans to reenter mainstream society.
